(a) Motion from Josh seconded by Dave to pass the following change on Player/Coach Pass Cards FROM: –“Only those players, coaches, managers and trainers that possess a current laminated USYSA or AYSO player/coach pass card may participate in a scheduled League game.  A maximum of 4 administrators are allowed in the technical area.  The make-up of the 4 is the responsibility of the tea.  Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Managers or Trainers all fall under these guidelines.  This area may or may not be marked but will extend twenty (20) yards on each side of the halfway line.  No game will start until the referee has seen the minimum number of players from each team, each with a validated players pass card.  Teams will have 15 minutes part the stated schedule time to produce player and caches pass cards or the game shall be forfeited.
TO:  Only those players, coaches, managers and trainers that possess a current laminated USYSA or AYSO player/coach pass card may participate in a scheduled League game.  A maximum of 4 administrators are allowed in the technical area.  The make-up of the 4 is the responsibility of the tea.  Coaches, Assistant Coaches, Managers or Trainers all fall under these guidelines.  This area may or may not be marked but will extend twenty (20) yards on each side of the halfway line.  No game will start until the referee has seen the minimum number of players from each team, each with a validated players pass card.
