· President’s Comments:

· RIO/Elite hearing in Jan and appealed to State, the State upheld the DCSL decision.  Ron sends a big thanks to Ed Arvizo who did a great job in documenting the incident.
· Management Report:

· Spring Items
· ADO
· Added another field marshal, that brings it to 3 people, 2 field marshals and on referee mentor.
· Moved teams to different sides of the field for U9 and U10’s
· 51 games a week for a total of 408 games in the spring
· Less blow out this season in the U9 and 10’s
· U7’s and 8’s concerns
· Competitive vs Recreational and Academy what to do next year?
· AUFC is pulling out to run their own program at the JCC
· What to do with the other clubs and teams?
· Soccer Complex
· 1008 games were scheduled this spring – averaging 121 games/Saturday
· That would be 363 referee slots each week
· 6 slots over the season were not filled by game time
· Many registered teams do not have referees
· This did not include NPL games
· More teams dropping out this year than in years past (4 during the season)
· Super Bracket in older ages did not go as well as it could have
· We had 11 boys teams and 5 of the 11 only wanted 4 games
· We had 7 girls teams and 4 of the 7 only wanted 4 games
· Exploring changes to the web site as it has not been updated in years!
· We need to look at tournaments in Aug/Sep, Feb and May, not many teams traveling.
· We had one incident on referee misconduct; we need to look at background checks for contract workers, not just coaches but referees, field marshals, volunteers, especially if they will be working with children.
