· Management Report:

· Spring Season 
-City taking ADO3 off line in May, which will shut the park down.

-Practicing at the complex on Thursday nights will be available next year

-Balloon Fiesta Park will keep Gate keeper through try-outs.
-Spring Season was good w/ 27 games ea. Saturday for U9/U10 (216 for the year and average weekly games for the older teams 120 (946 for the season)
      -Lots of positive feedback from having moved the U9/U10’s to the soccer complex.
-Traffic and parking are an issue
-Happy with the grass
-Parents happy about having kids all at one venue.

-Only one issue with goals not being properly tied down

-Have been using Duke City goals, long term plan is to buy permanent goals to keep at the complex
· Girls Teams Playing Boys Teams
-Should we no longer allow girls teams to play boys? Currently have 3 girls teams in boys bracket
-Who should decide and what constitutes a true “boys” team if it’s all girls with one or two boys?
-Some ideas were that girls teams should no longer play boys teams once they go 11 a side
-Is there a waiver for girls teams playing boys? – What is the liability?
· Recommended that this issue be discussed at the next DOC board meeting.
· Super Groups
-Overall went well

-Parents from some clubs e-mailed wanting to know why some of their teams weren’t selected.

-Many of the boys games had to be cancelled, lots of injuries.

-A lot of teams cancelling their games with late notice saying their team was traveling to out of town/state tournaments without really being registered for the event they said they were attending.

· Suggested that should this keep happening that the coach calling would have to provide the tournament information for verification that their team is actually travelling.
· Season
· Club Passes

-Allowed more people to sign to play and more requests came in for kids to play down in their own age group and approved.
-Playing on another team that wasn’t their normal team without a club pass was an issue this year with teams and players trying to play on multiple teams/games on the same day. The rule is “a player can only play on one team a day”

-Had to suspend a coach this Spring for not following the rules

-Had a few kids playing with AYSO cards

· Need to redefine the “Club Pass” rules
· Guadalajara

-Motion to not allow any teams U11 and under play in Duke City due to continued issues of not following rules
-Coaches have no risk management if they have a coach at all

-They aren’t members of Duke City

-They don’t provide proper referee’s

-Kids roaming fields playing for teams that aren’t their regular team.

-Older kids playing down in younger age groups, no proper player pass cards.

· Motion was voted unanimously to not allow U9/U10 Guadalajara teams to play in DCSL next year, they can re-enter at U11.

-Make sure any camp information is turned in 

· Referee’s
-Still short on ref’s

-Easter weekend, several teams almost were close to not having a ref for their game

-Some coaches were asking/paying refs to give their team ref credit when it wasn’t there provided ref

-A lot of teams are missing ref points

-Idea to penalize teams financially for not providing a ref?

-Some confusion on the build out line for refs

-Some confusion on the mercy rule for refs

· Refs calling the game at 8 regardless of whether or not coaches wanted to keep playing.

-Review of ref payments:

· Referees
-U9/U10: $15

-Plus $2 for grade 7 or $4 for grade 6

· Spring 2017 Rule Changes
-Changes to the U9/U10’s went well

-Still some confusion on the build out line, but OK.

-Mercy rule didn’t go as well; ref’s were confused as to why they should continue once the score had reached 8 or more.
-Motion to keep or discard the mercy rule

· AYSO felt that the rule should be kept in place so as not to hurt player morale

· AUFC – it’s a competitive game, don’t sugar coat the score

· Vote to no longer have a mercy rule: Passed. Will re-evaluate later if needed.
-There may be additional rules passed down in the fall, having a penalty box is rumored to possibly take effect.

· Try-Outs & Registration
-Try Outs: 

-All teams will be changed to the birth year registration.
-U7 through U14 as follows: 

-Tuesday May 30th: NM Rush and Albuquerque United FC – Balloon Fiesta Park. They will figure out which panels each club will be utilizing.

-Wednesday May 31st: Rio Rapids FC (BFP North), Elite FC (BFP South) and Sting (Sting at Vista Del Norte)

Thursday June 1st: Classic FC (North) and AYSO United (South)

-U15 and above as follows:

-Monday June 5th: NM Rush and Albuquerque United FC

-Tuesday June 6th: Rio Rapids FC, Elite FC and Sting

-Wednesday June 7th: Classic FC and AYSO United

-Reminder that there can be no club camps or practices that conflict with tryout times so that any kid can attend any or all of the tryouts they want to. Nothing to be scheduled after 3:00pm.

-Deadline for tryout newsletter is 4/25. $100 for full page and $60 for half, each club gets 6 pages free and should be out May 1st.

-Question asked about why there’s a fee if we’re no longer printing the newsletter? 

· Fee had just never been removed.

-Duke City Fair opens Friday June 9th and set up will be that entire week; we will need to walk around them.

-Gate keys will not be working try out nights, a list of people who need to drive in need to be sent to Bill.

-Registration:

-Bill is revising fees.  Fee’s reflected were from 2015-2016 season

-Academy’s will be removed and in their spot we’ll play teams that travel in for two games a day and don’t pay ref Fees-Durango, Amarillo, Clovis and Las Cruces.

-U7 through U9 can register after the last Duke City Game

-U10+ can register back into their respective club prior to try-outs beginning May 22nd but ONLY with the club their currently with.

· Treasurers Report
-Confusion on which clubs are sending checks for Duke City fees registration fees and which clubs should be getting billed for their fees

-Fees/bills aren’t being paid on time by some clubs

-Some clubs are having kids send their payment directly to Duke City.

-All clubs should get a bill. 

· Stan motioned that all clubs receive a bill for fees. Mike Erwin 2nd. Motion passed

· Billing will occur in the following manner:

-Fall: September 1st due by October 1st for registered players. Woody motioned, Russ 2nd, motion passed.

-Spring: March 1st due by April 1st. Amended to May 1st due by June 1st to allow for late registered players. Amendment motion by David, 2nd Woody. Motion pa-Penalty for late payments: 2% compounded fee every month. If not paid in full by February 1st, teams will face not being allowed to compete in State Cup. Mike motioned, Nico 2nd. Motion passed unanimously.
