· Tournament Update
-Sandia Cup 2017 – Biggest it’s been in a long time, very little issue with any of the Texas teams that came. Had one game abandoned by the ref and two U17 teams failed to show at all. Was pretty smooth, some issues with games starting late.  It was brought up that some or one of the Guadalajara teams came with no coaches. We let them play, but it is a huge liability. The question was raised about insuring the DCSL Board.  Bill Nordin to get policy information and pricing. Motion for insurance: Woody Woodhouse, 2nd John Welch, motion passed 7:46.

-Tournament Sanctioning Changes for U6-U8 and U9-U10: 
· Sanctioning for the U6-U8 divisions with a predetermined number of games, no advancement and no placement awards.  Inter league/club participation allowed which falls under the definition of a tournament so sanctioning fees would apply.

·  -U9/U10 tournament sanctioning divisions with advancement and placement awards. This would be          a tournament and would be subject to sanctioning fees.
· Metro Fees
-Metro fees were increased. See below for teams registered in League:
· U9 & U10 – from $900.00 to $1,000.00  Out of town: was $1,100 now $1,120.00
· U11 & U12 – from $975.00 to $1,350.00 Out of town: was $1,400 now $1,670.00
· U13 & U14 – from $975.00 to $1,500.00 Out of town: was $1,400 now $1,840.00
· U15 & older – from $1,200 to $1,500.00 Out of town: was $1,500 now $1,800.00
-Metro form also now includes verbiage that no clubs are to hold tryouts or playdates in the spring prior to Duke City scheduled try-outs
· Referee Issues
-Decline in availability of refs for Duke City and for tournaments.

-Down 35% from last year

-Hard for team managers to get refs for games.  Should fall on the coach to find refs?

-Issue with out of town teams not providing refs for their games

-If teams are not providing a ref there needs to be a suspension and financial penalty. John motioned for a financial penalty, Tyler 2nd.  Charge to be $70.00 fine that goes to the club and the coach will be suspended until ref refs their games.

-There needs to be something done to mentor our young referees.  Offer them more money or have them go to games and watch them and have them break it down with a mentor. Either another ref or coach.
· Parking passes for soccer complex
-John Welch mentioned having parking passes for the coaches to enter BSC or having season passes. Coaches shouldn’t have to pay to get into the complex

-DCSL picks up whatever amount the complex is short at the end of the season.

-Can there be a season pass fee be rolled into club fees for players/parents?
· Changes to the Rule Book 2017-2018
-For DCSL teams only, to register Coaches must submit or have submitted their Coaches Disclosure, completed the “Heads Up” Concussion in Youth Sports program and the Metro Application. This is mandated now.

-There will be an exception to the 4 game referee rule for out of town teams.  Approved out of town teams (Durango, Clovis, Las Cruces & Amarillo) that rule will not apply to them.

-Substitutions: Teams may substitute an unlimited number of players with the referee’s permission at any stoppage of play. This will also apply to league tournaments.
· Club Passes

-Eliminate club pass down?  It’s not good for player development, as long as it’s not a relegation match, coaches/club should be able to make the decision to move a player down?
-Make club pass automated
-Overall player pass didn’t’ have too many problems.
· Try-Outs
-Sting held try outs at a different park and had players with signs at BFP directing kids wanting to try out for Sting to go to Vista Del Norte Park. 

-Corrales club held try-outs at BFP while Classic & AYSO were having theirs.
